Brief comments on each entry: 

 

DOGS 
  

JUNIOR PUPPY DOG (3) 

1.  CHARDOMONT FIRST EDITION OF CHADWICK (Greak/Comer) Very balanced 

puppy just turned 6 months.  Lovely head and expression.  Sound construction and moved very 

well. BEST PUPPY DOG & BEST PUPPY IN SHOW 

2.  FIELDSEDGE PADRAIG (Slusher/Slusher) More mature puppy in full coat.  Head and 

expression not as appealing as #1.  Moved quite well.   
3.  CHADWICK SILVER CLOUD (Carter) Barely 5 months.  Lovely head and expression. 

Balance at this age is questionable as he appears a bit low on leg, but that may well improve as 

he matures.  Moved well. 

  

SENIOR PUPPY DOG (1) 

1. TRISTAN DOBRY ROK (Fairchild) Pleasing head and expression.  Nicely balanced and 

acceptable movement.  A bit short in neck.  Questionable topline (slightly roached). 

  

NOVICE DOG (1) 

1.  KRYSTLE FINEST HOUR (Diehl/Diehl) 11 months old.  Appealing head and 

expression.  Needs to develop body and gain weight.  Happy temperament. 

  

BRED BY EXHIBITOR DOG (3) 

1.  CH NIGHTINGALE WIPEOUT (Mulligan) Very well balanced and moved very freely.  2-

1/2 years old.  Nice head and expression.  Soundly constructed.  RESERVE WINNERS 

DOG 



2. CH CHADWICK PURSUIT OF PERFECTION (Eckersley) 2-1/2 years old. A close 

decision between 1 and 2.  Head approaching coarseness. Moved well.  Slightly longer in body 

than winner. 

3.  TANGLEWOOD SIMPLY COPPER (Saban/Fairchild) Also 2-1/2 years. Ruby dog with a 

charming temperament.  Straight in shoulder which cost him a higher placement. 

  

AMERICAN BRED DOG (2) 

1. FALLING SPRINGS JUST YOU WAIT AT CROWNROSE (Rosenberg/Rosenberg) 

Nearly 2 years old and should continue to mature well.  Lovely head and expression.  Well 

balanced with good movement. 

2.  NIGHTINGALE HEART OF GOLD (Weeks/Weeks)3 years old.  Nice head.  His balance 

did not please me due to his being a bit too tall in height and short in body. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT BLENHEIM DOG (3) 

1. DREAMVALE NOT THAT KIND OF ANGEL (Sage/Perini) 3 years old.  Very typical 

head and expression.  Nicely balanced overall.  Showed and moved well. 

2.  BACKFIRE ALL NIGHT LONG (Weidig/Kennedy/McLaughlin/Kennedy) Nearly 2 and 

still has some maturing to do.  Pleasing head.  Moved well.  Should win well in the future as he 

continues to mature. 

3.  LOOKOUT SCRET AGENT MAN AT TYCWN (Knauss/May) 5 years old.  Heavier-

bodied than his two competitors and loaded in shoulders.  He showed well.  

  

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR DOG (3) 

1.  FALLING SPRINGS RAMBLIN GAMBLIN MAN, JW, MP (Grimm Curley) 2 years 

old.  Lovely head and expression.  Moved freely with a great attitude and presence.  Smaller-type 

dog with all his parts in balance with his size. 

2.  MELKS ABBEY SEVENTH SON AT GRAY STONE (Dralle/Dralle) 4 years old.  Larger 

than #1 with a bigger head to match his body.  Slightly short in neck.  Moved okay. 

3.  DARANE THE ONCE AND FUTURE KING (Solino) 2 years.  Quite soundly constructed 

and moved well.  Muzzle lacks fill under eyes. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY DOG (2) 

1.  FOXWYN IN IT TO WIN IT AT NOONVALE (Berton/Baker-Fox) Nearly 2 

years.  Excellent outline with perfect topline.  Head fits his size and balance. BEST RUBY IN 

SHOW 
2.  TANGLEWOOD MADIGAN FLAME (Saban) 18 months old.  Well developed for his 

age.  Slightly cow hocked which affected his movement.  Still, this was a close decision. 

  

 BLACK AND TAN DOG (2) 

1.  CHEW CREEK BOOGIE WONDERLAND (DePhillip) 3 years.  Pleasing outline, topline, 

and balance.  Nice head and expression. BEST BLACK AND TAN IN SHOW  

2.  SREYA BROOKHAVEN FINDERS KEEPERS (Ayers) 2 years.  Loved his head.  Moved 

well.  Lacking coat, especially on his topline. 

 

OPEN DOG (4) 

“A very wonderful class with four excellent dogs.” 



1. CH & ENG CH PASCAVALE HAIDEN (Cline) 4 years.  Very pleasing dog in every way 

that, for me, was hard to fault.  Perfect topline, tail set and carriage.  WINNERS DOG & 

BEST IN SHOW& BEST BLENHEIM IN SHOW 

2. CH ORCHARDHILL THEATER KID AT KINDOMRUN JW (Degen/Degen/Mixon)  2-

1/2 years.  Liked this dog very much, also.  Good head and movement.  I preferred the outline of 

#1. 

3.  CH DREAMVALE GENTLEMAN JACK AT FIELDSEDGE (Smith/Slusher/Slusher) 4 

years.   Excellent head.  Soundly constructed. 

4.  CH FORESTCREEK I’M THE MAN (Marshall/Cline) 3 years.  Nice head.  Moved freely. 

  

SENIOR OPEN DOG (1) 

1.  CRISTAL’S TROOPER ANGEL (Solino) 7 years.  In wonderful condition.  Would like 

more fill in his muzzle. 

  

BITCHES 
 

JUNIOR PUPPY BITCH (6) 

1.  DREAMVALE AMERICAN DYNASTY AT CROWNROSE (Rosenberg/Rosenberg) 

Nice outline. Good reach and drive on the move.  Pleasing head.  Good coat. 

2.  CHARDOMONT SPECIAL EDITION (Greak/Comer) Overall a promising puppy. Nice 

shoulders, good mover.  Should develop well. 

3.  CHADWICK GOLDILOCKS (Eckersley) Typical pup with good head and expression.  A 

bit low on leg at this stage. 

4.  CHARDOMONT CLOUD DANCER (Greak/Comer) Promising pup.  Very 

feminine.  When she learns to walk in the ring she'll do well. 

  

SENIOR PUPPY BITCH (3) 

1.  CHADWICK MASQUERADE (Eckersley) Very soundly constructed with excellent 

shoulders.  Correct topline and outline.  Acceptable head for her age. 

2. TUDOR LA DOLCE BELLA VITA (Mixon/Degen/Degen) Excellent head.  Hope her bite 

holds as she matures. 

3.  NIGHTINGALE THE FARMER’S DAUGHTER (Weeks/Weeks) Very nice pup with a 

good outline. 

4.   KAYANGEE ISOBEL OF HUNTINGTON (Kornish) Happy puppy.  Moved 

soundly.  Needs more fill in muzzle under her eyes.  Poor topline today. 

  

GRADUATE PUPPY BITCH (4) “A very nice class with many close decisions.” 

1.  CHADWICK HALO SPOT AT INTRYNZIK (Goodwin/Goodwin-Brock) Lovely 

head.  Soundly constructed body and moved perfectly.  Compact body. 

2.  ORCHARDHILL CHARM OFFENSIVE (Venier/Venier) Another happy 

youngster.  Excellent mover.  Good layback (shoulders).  Nice head. 

3.  BLACKFIRE BELLA ROSE (Weidig/Kennedy/McLaughlin/Kennedy) Very nice 

overall.  Sound construction.  Should do well when her coat comes in. 

4.  KRYSTLE DIAMON IN THE SKY AT ABOSCOBEL (Torgesen/Torgesen) Happy 

girl.  Head could be better but eyes and expression are nice.

1.  CH CROWNHEIR HALLELUJAH (Fadel) Almost 3 years old. Hard to fault.  A pleasure 

to put my hands on her.  Shown in top condition.  Pleasing head.  Great eyes and 

expression.  Moved true.  RESERVE WINNERS BITCH 

  

JUNIOR AMERICAN BRED BITCH (4) 

1.  FORESTCREEK BUCKLE BUNNY AT MIMRIC (Hodges/Perkins) 13 months old. Very 

pleasing overall with compact body.  Lovely head and eyes.  Moved very well. 

2. CHAROMONT TOUCH THE SKY (Greak/Comer/Eckersley) 5 months old.  Very typical 

with good balance and outline.  Very promising. BEST PUPPY BITCH  

3.  BLACKFIRE NEW YORK STATE OF MIND (Weidig/Kennedy/McLaughlin/Kennedy) 

17 months old.  Good coat.  Stands and moves true.  Nice tailset. 

4.  AUTUMN HILL UNDER YOUR SPELL (Parente) 16 months. Attractive head and 

expression. Very typey but her bite is faulty. 

  

AMERICAN BRED BITCH (3) 

“A very even class and difficult to make choices.  On another day with a different judge 

placements could easily be different.  Or even 10 minutes later with the same judge!” 

1.  CHADWICK FLYING ON CLOUD NINE (Greak/Comer/Eckersley) 4 years old. Nicely 

balanced.  Compact body. Good layback. Well developed head. 

2.  FIELDSEDGE ANGELS FLYING CLOSE (Slusher/Slusher) 2 years.  Lovely feminine 

head.  Moved soundly.  Good coat. 

3.  FALLING SPRINGS SHINING BRIGHTLY (Grimm Curley) 2 years. Another one that 

was hard to fault. Sound, balanced. Lovely head and eyes. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT BLENHEIM BITCH (3) 

1.  BROOKHAVEN AZURA’S STAR AT MADRYN (Weeks/Weeks) 3 years. Nice balance. 

Good topline. Well angulated front and rear. Nice head and coat. Moved freely. 

2.  NORTHPOINTE INTOXICATING (Mitchum) 3 years. Pleasing head. Moved true. In 

good condition. 

3.  SWEETVIRGINIA CELEBRATE LOVE AT LYNSFAIRE (Fairchild/Hayes) 3-1/2 

years. Well constructed. Head a bit plain, could use more fill in muzzle. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR BITCH (5) 

“This was another class filled with high quality entries. A difficult class to place as all these 

bitches are really nice.” 

1.  DARANE PEARLY WHITES AT KISSABELLA (Bronowicka/Carter) Her 2nd birthday! 

Nice all over. Well balanced.  Moved soundly. Very appealing head and expression.  Good coat. 

BEST TRICOLOR IN SHOW  

2.  CLOPSVILLE MYSTIC (Rychlik) 4 years old.  Nice size. Pretty head. Moved true. Correct 

tail set. 

3.  KRYSTLE DREAMVALE KEEPING SECRETS (Sage/Crane) 20 months old. Lovely 

expression. As she matures she will only get better. 



4.  CHADWICK BACCARAT OF CEILIMORE, JW (McCarty/Eckersley) 21 months. Very 

animated and happy. Will do well the more she matures. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY BITCH (2) 

1.  KELLENE GLORY DAYS (Carter) 19 months. Very lively with correct movement. Very 

nice all over. Good head proportions.  Compact body. 

2. GRANASIL FLORENTINE OF SUMARA, JW, AW, MP (Gentil) 3 years old. A quality 

bitch. Moved well. I just preferred the outline of the winner. 

  

SPECIAL LIMIT BLACK-AND-TAN BITCH (1) 

1.  TIALULLY TATTOO TOOTSIE AT CARLEN (Close/Rubino) 17 months.  Quite mature 

for her age.  Moved freely with reach and drive.  Nice head and expression.  Good coat. 

  

OPEN BITCH (3) 

1. CH SORELLA HERE COMES CHLOE, JW, AW (Green) 2 years. Very feminine and a 

nice size overall. Well-constructed, moved very freely. Beautiful type.  WINNERS BITCH 

& RESERVE BEST IN SHOW & BEST OPPOSITE SEX TO BEST IN SHOW 

& BEST BRED BY EXHIBITOR & BEST AMERICAN BRED 

2.  CH BROOKHAVEN SMARTY PANTS, JW (Whitmere/Ayers) 2-1/2 years. Nice 

head.  Good shoulders. Moved and showed well.  Not quite as compact in body as #1. 

3.  CH FORESTCREEK SWWET SOUL AT HADARA (Cline/Koch) 19 months. Nice 

overall. Head okay but expression could be better. Moved okay. 

  

SENIOR OPEN BITCH (1) 

1.   CH. AUTUMNHILL DESIRE ME, JW, VW (PARENTE) 11-1/2 years. In excellent 

condition. Moved with impressive reach and drive.  Congrats to her owner for helping to keep 

her fit.
