Lovely
eyes and typical expression. Excellent angulation and action.

2. KEAN ROYALE BLUE (Keane). Rich colors. Typical expression. Well balanced. Nice
action.

3. NIGHTINGALE REVOLUTION (Mulligan). Very masculine expression. A little bit
chubby. Well marked tricolor. Moves well but the back rolls a litlle.

4. CHADWICK MELODRAMA (Eckersley). Lovely sweet expression. Beautiful colors.
Would prefer more rear angulation. Parallel gait at rear.

Lovely
coat. Currently croup is higher than shoulders.

Good rear angulation . Throws when walks.

Very lovely small
size and sweet expression, beautiful eyes ; Excellent movement. It is a singer!
