JUNIOR PUPPY DOGS (2) “Two very nice puppies and an excellent start to the day.”
1. CLARMARIAN HEARTTHROB (Young May/Gogol) Smart Blenheim boy of just 8mths. Nice shape
and size and well-balanced. Sweetest of heads with good dark eye and dense black nose. Correctly set ears,

used well. Good firm body with level top line. Tail set on well and carried correctly. Nice angulation both
front and rear, just needs to tighten a little in rear, but moved positively and confidently around the ring. BPD

2. MADRYN SHOT THROUGH THE HEART (Weeks/Weeks) Another nice Blenheim puppy of almost
6/12. Still raw but very promising and such a sweet temperament. Good eye and expression. Nicely made with
well broken marking on a pearly white coat. Moved quite well just lacking a little in confidence today, but it
will come with time.

SENIOR PUPPY DOG (4)

1. TUDORR BRINGING HOME THE BLUES (Mixon/Mixon) A happy young Blenheim boy of 9mths
and just full of life. Pleasing head of good proportions and still developing. Large, dark, expressive eyes with
melting expression. Nice shape and size and well- constructed. Soft silky coat of rich chestnut and pearly
white. Moved very well, but in his exuberance can fly his tail at times. It is correctly set, so this is just an age
thing.




2. FIELDSEDGE CASEY JONES (Slusher/Slusher) Lighter marked Blenheim boy with good head and dark
expressive eyes. Well-constructed and of nice breed type. Moved very well, but just not the animation of 1.

3. NIGHTINGALE POKER FACE AT KYNESLANE (Paplauckas) Nicely made Blenheim boy who
moved well. Handsome head with slightly shorter muzzle and excellent pigmentation. Large dark expressive
eyes, set well apart and with soft, gentle expression.

4. NIGHTINGALE MR BOJANGLES (Fantom) Blenheim boy of 11/12. Good head and eye. Ample coat
for one so young. Moved quite well.

GRADUATE PUPPY DOG (2)

1. KRYSTLE HAMILTON (Torgersen/Torgersen) Blenheim boy of 16/12. Nice shape and size. Handsome
well-proportioned head and large dark eye giving a soft expression. Good neck and shoulders and firm body
with level top line and correctly carried tail. Good angulation fore and aft. Very smart on the move. A little
uncooperative for his owner today, but a quality young dog and well-made throughout.

2. KRYSTLE BOY GEORGE (Fantom) Another smart boy of nice size. Brother to 1 and many of the same
comments apply. Tri in fabulous coat of good texture and with ample feathering. Preferred the movement on 1.

NOVICE DOG (1)
1. LYNSFAIRE AND I LOVE HER (Fairchild) 2yrs Blenheim boy of slightly bigger type, but with the
loveliest head and large dark melting eyes, all framed by well set ears with good feathering. Nicely coated and
well-marked with rich chestnut on a pearly white background. Well balanced boy and a nice steady mover.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR DOG (1)

1. TUDORR RETURN OF THE VELVET TEDDY BEAR (Mixon/Mixon) Happy active Blenheim boy
of 2yrs. The sweetest of heads and of good proportions, with dark expressive eyes and the blackest of pigment.
Lovely, elegant neck and shoulders good firm body with level top line and well-set tail carried correctly. Nice
bone. Moved well although needs to tighten a little on rear.

JUNIOR AMERICAN BRED DOG (2)
I. FALLING SPRINGS BLACK FLAME AT MADRYN (Weeks/Weeks) Black and tan shown in
excellent condition. Gorgeous head and eye and well-set ears with nice feathering. Black glossy coat with rich
tan in all the correct places. Very well-muscled and so well-made, he couldn’t fail to move correctly. Such a

happy animated boy at one with his handler. Pleased to award him BEST BLACK AND TAN DOG &
BEST BLACK AND TAN IN SHOVW.

Soundly constructed and
moved well.
