7 month old Blenheim with lovely dark eyes, nice tail set, good angles and chest
development, rich chestnut color. Happy in the ring.

2) ISLEPOSEA BILLOW AND BREEZE (Hoehn)
5 % month old blenheim with beautiful eyes. Lots to like but lost class on tailset.
Another youngster enjoying his time in the ring. Nice class with lots of potential.

SENIOR PUPPY DOG (3)

1) LEGENDCREST FINNICKSKYE DREAM CATCHER (Utych/Utych)
This year old well broken blenheim is well schooled in ring craft and should have a great
future. He is in lovely condition, has an excellent neck crest, nice topline, dark eyes and
moves very well.

Active and happy and misbehaving, moves well when he wants to, longish body, good

17 month old blenheim, hard to handle, but so much to like. He is heavily marked, long
coated with dark pigment, nice chest development, a handsome head with plush lips and
good earset. Should do well when learns to settle down in the ring.

Pretty 10 month old black and tan, not too sure of himself but has a happy tail. His
movement improved as time went on.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR DOG (2)

1) CH CHADWICK CODE BLACK OF CEILIMOR (McCarty/Eckersley)
Heavily marked tricolor, heavy boned but compact. Has a nice topline and good chest
development. Handsome head, dark eyes and pigment. He moves well with lots of tail
action.

BEST TRICOLOR IN SHOW

2) INIFIDAD INSTANT GRATIFICATION (Laliberte)
Very aware of the judge and every movement around him. Nice movement, most of the
time. Pretty eyes, nice smooth coat.

JUNIOR AMERICAN BRED DOG (1)

1) FIELDSEDGE RIDING SHOTGUN (Slusher/Slusher)
8 month old blenheim with a lovely topline, nice gentle eyes, needs more fill on the
muzzle. He has a well developed chest and good muscle condition. He is a bit long at
this stage.

AMERICAN BRED DOG (2)

1) CHADWICK BEST DRESSED (Robinson)
This 2 year old, well-conditioned blenheim with rich chestnut color has dark pigment and
large dark eyes. He has a good chest, lovely crest of neck, level topline, nice hocks and
rear assembly. He moves well coming and going and should go far. He responds well to
his handler and seems to enjoy the attention he gets in the ring. He is my:

Both dogs in this class had flying tails with voluminous feathering. Good dark pigment
and eyes, better topline, nice rear angles, good chest.

2) LOOKOUT SECRET AGENT MAN (Knauss/May)
Slightly curving topline at shoulder, lovely eyes and head shape.

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR DOG (2)

1) DREAMVALE YOU JUST CAN’T STOP (Sage/Colbert/Perini)
Both exhibits in this class are similar in type. Heavily marked, nice angles, short
feathering on ears, cobby body, good chest, and topline, pretty head and eyes, a happy
showman

2) NIGHTINGALE TATOO (Mulligan)
Much the same as above, but not as finished coat condition as the winner, attentive to
handler, close in rear on move, stacks very well.

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY DOG (1)

1) TOMNEE GOLDEN SKY (Meager/Wise)
High energy 3 year old with a lovely outline. Chestnut color and pigment were paler than
could be but such a very sound and super looking specimen nonetheless. Moves well
with confidence and has a beautiful head.
