“Qverall a quality class of Junior Puppies.”

1) FORESTCREEK ORLEANS (Cline). An eye catching short coupled puppy with the correct
head shape, high set ears, lovely dark round eyes giving that melting expression, correct neck
and shoulders, level topline and good tail carriage. He moved with parallel movement both
front and rear.

BEST PUPPY DOG AND BEST BRED BY EXHIBITOR.

2) STARMARC ALMEARA GAME ON (Whitmere). Well marked tricolour with rich tan
markings in all the right places. He had a lovely head with almost flat skull, good reach of
neck, spring of rib, level topline and good rear angulation and moved out well.

3) ARANEL FAR NIENTE (True). Well marked Blenheim with a melting expression, level
topline, good rear angulation and moved well.

4) EVESHAM BUTTER PECAN (Solomon). Well broken Blenheim with large dark eyes,
good pigment and gentle expression. He had good angulation all round and moved well.

SENIOR PUPPY DOG (4)

1) TASSAJARA TURN OVER A NEW LEAF (Steidman). Well balanced Blenheim with
correct head, high set ears giving an almost flat skull, large round dark eyes and good
pigmentation; he has layback of shoulder and a level topline which he kept on the move.

2) PROMONTORY DONOVAN (Carnes/Solomon). Well broken Blenheim, slightly larger
than 1% but still a handsome boy with a lovely head, good dentition, depth of chest and correct
shoulder placement.

3) BROOKHAVEN BLACK TIE AFFAIR (Tegg). Black & tan with clear bright tan in all the
right places; correct head with high set ears, large round eyes, dark pigment and good
construction.

4) CARLEN MYRDDIN WYLIT AT TYCWN (Knauss/Close) 10 month old black and tan,
slightly longer in loin than first three but with a correct head, dark round eyes, scissor bite and
moved around the ring keeping a level topline.

3 year old blenheim with well broken coat, large dark eyes,
gentle expression but I would have preferred a higher earset. He had good reach of neck,
layback of shoulder, level topline and moved with drive.

He had a
muscled body with reach of neck going into well laid shoulders, spring of rib, level topline,
correct tail carriage and good turn of stifle; he moved with drive.

Three year old well broken
blenheim with high set ears, large dark eyes and dark pigment; he has a lovely crest of neck,
well laid shoulders, spring of ribs, level topline and good rear angulation.

Lovely silky coat on this 2
year old blenheim, slightly bigger than the first two but with flat skull, dark round eyes and
pigment and long ear leathers; he was well constructed but tended to carry his tail a little high.

1) CH FORESTCREEK KEEGAN JW (Whitmere) 15 months old blenheim with large dark
round eyes, correct head shape, good pigment, scissor bite and the gentlest of expressions. He
had a good reach of neck, layback of shoulders and level topline which he kept on the move.

2) CHBROOKHAVEN THE DREAM LIVES ON AT FINNICKYSKYE (Utych/Utych)
Well broken blenheim with a lovely head, large round eyes and dark pigment. He had good
depth of chest, a level topline and good tail carriage.

3) CHROYALMARK REMINISCENCE (Cameron) This was a 5 year old heavily marked
blenheim with a level topline which he kept on the move and with super tail carriage, moved
well.

SENIOR OPEN DOG (1)

1) TUDORR TANGO (Madden/Mixon) A seven year old short coupled tricolour with the
clearest of head markings, lovely bright tan markings in all the right places and plenty of
feathering. He had good spring of ribs, level topline, well muscled rear with correct
angulation and he moved with plenty of drive taking his handler on a brisk walk around the
ring.

BITCH CLASSES

JUNIOR PUPPY BITCH (6)

1) STARMARC SHOW ME (Hooper) Lovely short coupled tricolour girl with clean head
markings bright tan in all the right places and she moved well keeping a level topline.

2) HUNTCREST RULE BRITANNIA (Pope/Pope). Blenheim bitch, slightly larger and with
not the head shape of first, rich chestnut markings, dark round eyes and moved with drive
keeping a level topline.

3) HUNTCREST IN MY DREAMS (Pope). Five month old baby with well broken coat and
sweet expression; she had reach of neck and moved well for one so young, good topline and
tail carriage on the move.

4) STARMARC SHOWGIRL (Peterson). This tricolour girl had a correct shape of skull, high
set ears, dark round eyes and moved well both front and rear.

SENIOR PUPPY BITCH (5)

1) TUDORR ADA (Degen/Degen/Mixon). Blenheim girl with a melting expression, high set
ears giving an almost flat skull, dark round eyes and black nose; she had a good reach of
neck, level topline, good rear angulation and moved and showed well.

BEST PUPPY BITCH

2) JAYBA | WANT CANDY (Lander/Hamilton). Blenheim who was slightly longer in leg than
1t but wilth a lovely expression, dark round eyes and dark pigment; she was well constructed
with reach of neck, layback of shoulder and level topline, but | would have preferred richer
tan markings.




3) GRANASIL FLORENTINE OF SUMARA (Gentil). Well presented ruby with dark eyes
and pigment and a gentle expression. She moved with drive around the ring with good
parallel movement front and rear.

4) BROOKHAVEN AZURA'’S STAR AT MADRYN (Weeks/Ayers). Blenheim with rich
chestnut markings on a pearly white background, correct head, dark round eyes and correct
dentition; she had good angulation and correct tail carriage.

GRADUATE PUPPY BITCH (4)

1) WATERSEDGE CURTAIN CALL JW (Walzer/Walzer). 17 month old blenheim bitch
with the prettiest of heads, high set ears, large dark round eyesand dark pigment; she had
good movement, both front and rear, and good driving action keeping a level topline and
correct tail carriage.

2) CROWNROSE SKY FULL OF SONG (Rosenberg/Rosenberg). Well broken tricolour of
14 months with rich bright tan markings in the correct places, she had dark round eyes and a
gentle expression; well constructed with reach of neck going into well laid shoulders, spring
of ribs, level topline and she moved with drive.

3) TASSAJARA TUDORR PROSECCO (Mixon). A sweet expression on this 17 month old,
blenheim who had dark eyes and pigment but | would have preferred a higher set ear; she has
good neck and shoulders, spring of ribs and rear angulation and moved and showed well.

4) DARANE SOMEBODY TO LOVE (Ayers/Kates). Black and tan bitch of just 12 months
who was presented in tiptop condition with rich tan markings on a raven black silky coat;
large dark eyes, gentle expression and she kept a level topline on the move, but today was
moving a little close in the rear.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR BITCH (3)

1) CH BROOKHAVEN FORBIDDEN FRUIT JW (Ayers/Martz). Well balanced blenheim
with a beautiful head and soft gentle expression, she had dark round eyes and dark
pigmentation. She was well constructed with reach of neck, correct shoulder placement, turn
of stifle and she moved with drive keeping a level topline and with great tail carriage.

2) CH JAYBA OOH LA LA JW (Lander/Hamilton/George). Another lovely blenheim bitch
with gentle expression, good pigment and good dentition; she had reach of neck, layback of
shoulder and level topline but on the move she was a little closer behind than | would have
preferred.

3) ONTHEMARK HAPPY ENOUGH (Chan/Mitchell). Well broken blenheim bitch complete
with the desired lozenge, large dark eyes and good pigment; she had good reach of neck,
spring of rib and level topline. Preferred the overall balance of 1%t and 2™ places.

JUNIOR AMERICAN BITCH (3)

1) GRANLAUREL THERE WAS THIS GIRL (Green/Green). Well broken blenheim with
lovely gentle expression, appealing head with almost flat skull, high set ears, large round
eyes, blackest of nose pigment, good reach of neck and layback of shoulder, nice spring of rib
and level topline, good parallel movement and good tail carriage.

2) TASSAJARA RIESLING (Steidman/Steidman) 18 months old blenheim bitch, slightly
heavier marked than 1%, but again a nice compact bitch with a level topline which she kept on
the move. She has a lovely expression with dark appealing eyes, good pigment and she moved
with drive around the ring.



3) STARMARC MY HEART GOES ON (Hooper). The baby of the class at just 5 months old
and what a sweetie with a gentle expression, dark round eyes, dark nose pigment but showing
a small flesh mark which I’m sure will fill in as she matures, she moved with drive.

AMERICAN BRED BITCH (8)

1) ALMEARA ONCE SMITTEN TWICE LOVED JW (Whitmere). A lovely well balanced
blenheim with large dark round eyes, black pigment, shallow stop, tapered muzzle and a
gentle expression; she had good reach of neck, level topline, good tail carriage and she moved
confidently around the ring.

RESERVE WINNERS BITCH

2) BENCHMARK TIMELESS (Hoorman). Blenheim bitch with dark round eyes and black
pigment, well constructed having reach of neck, layback of shoulder and level topline but not
in the coat of 1%,

3) WELLSWORTH HOLLYWOOD BOMBSHELL (Wells). Long high set ears with plenty
of feathering giving an almost flat skull, large round dark eyes, good neck and shoulders,
level topline, good angulation and she moved with drive.

4) FORESTCREEK ANGELICA (Cline/Cline/Cline). Well broken coat with plenty of
feathering, large dark round eyes and pigment, good depth of chest, nice spring of rib, level
topline and good rear angulation.

SPECIAL LIMIT BLENHEIM BITCH (5)

1) LINRICA REACH FOR THE STARS JW (Liu)Well balanced blenheim with rich chestnut
markings on a pearly white coat who stood out in this class; she has large dark round eyes and
a gentle expression She is well constructed with turn of stifle, level topline which she kept on
the move.

2) FORESTCREEK ANGELINA (Cline/Cline/Cline). Well coated blenheim with large dark
eyes, correctly shaped skull and high set well fathered ears; she has good reach of neck, good
movement front and rear and a level topline which she kept on the move.

3) SERAPHAVEN PUT A SPELL ON YOU (Gogol/May). Well balanced blenheim with a
rich chestnut colour; correct head with dark eyes and she moved and showed well.

4) ANGEL’S PRIDE MISS MAGIC AT MARJORELLE (Conley). Blenheim, dark round
eyes, dark nose pigment, correct dentition, level topline and she moved with drive.

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR BITCH (1)

1) STARMARC SHOWBOAT (Hooper). Nicely balanced four-year-old with rich tan
markings, long ear leathers, large dark eyes, and the blackest of nose pigment. She was a little
unsettled when she first came into the ring but moved freely by the end of the class.

2) TASSAJARA THIS IS US WEE (Steidman). Heavier marked tricolour and also slightly
longer cast than 1%, Head shape more rounded than I prefer but with good rich tan markings,
dark eyes and dark nose pigment. Moved and showed well.

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY BITCH (2)

1) MADRYN PORT ROYAL (Weeks/Weeks). Lovely rich ruby with gleaming coat and in
super condition, large dark round eyes and black nose; she had a good spring of ribs, with
good rear angulation, level topline, correct tail carriage and she moved with drive.



2) AZALEARUN RED HOT VALENTINE (Taylor). Another richly coloured ruby in
gleaming coat but carrying more weight than | prefer, with large dark eyes and good pigment;
moved well.

SPECIAL LIMIT BLACK AND TAN BITCH (2)

1) BROOKHAVEN MAGIC MOLLY (Martz/Ayers). Well balanced black & tan with the
brightest of tan markings in all the right places, well balanced and moved well keeping a level
toplinel, good rear angulation, never stopped showing, well presented.

2) TANGLEWOOD SANTA ANA STAR (Saban). 17 month old with a sweet gentle
expression who moved well keeping a level topline, would prefer richer tan.

OPEN BITCH (2)

1) CHFORESTCREEK AMBLESIDE FLEUR DE LIS AT MIMRIC JW (Hodges/Cline).
18 month old eye catching blenheim with the most gorgeous head, high set ears with plenty
of feathering, large dark round eyes giving that melting expression, blackest of nose pigment
and correct dentition. She has good reach of neck going down to well laid shoulders, depth
of chest, well sprung ribs, level topline, turn of stifle and correct tail carriage, She was shown
in immaculate condition and moved with drive.

WINNERS BITCH, RESERVE BEST IN SHOW, BEST OPPOSITE

2) CH CARLEN STE MICHELLE JW (Close). A ruby bitch with correct head shape, dark
eyes, good nose pigment, scissor bite and long well feathered ears; she had good depth of
chest, well sprung ribs, level topline and good tail carriage.

SENIOR OPEN BITCH (1)

1) CH CHESHAM A MINUTE OF YOUR TIME JW (Taub/Eckersley). This 10 year old
blenheim really motored around the ring; she was short coupled with spring of rib, level
topline and good tail carriage. She has dark round eyes, dark nose pigment and a gentle
expression.
