DOGS 

JUNIOR PUPPY DOG (6) 

1) JAYBA MR. MISTER (Lander/Lander) Lovely size Blenheim puppy who was enjoying his 

day. Really nice shape, well-proportioned height to length. I like the head and expression, large 

dark eye, good nose pigment, correct bite, good ear set. Moves very well keeping a good top 

line and tail.  

2) EVERA TRUE ETHAN ALLEN MIRACLE (True) Well constructed Blenheim dog. 

Unexaggerated with nice head, lovely clean face, black nose and good eye. Good on the move 

keeping a nice top line and tail carriage.  Straight silky coat.  

3) HUDSONVIEW STANDING OVATION (Glynn/Glynn) Smaller, well-marked Blenheim 

dog with a very attractive head and sweet expression. Good eye and nose pigment. Short back, 

good top line and tail.  

4) INGOLD LIVELYOAK OUR MAN JACK (Borton/Harrison) Larger than the ones above 

but a beautiful shape.  Looks a picture standing. Nicely balanced with a good neck and 

shoulder. A really soft expression. Four very nice puppies that will change places many times.  

SENIOR PUPPY DOG (1) 

1) LMYNSFAIRE PAINT IT GOLD (Fairchild) Blenheim boy who is a bit rangy in shape at 

the moment and head still needs to develop. Nice dark eye and good ear set. Just needs more 

time.  

GRADUATE PUPPY DOG (5) 

1) BRIARCREST BEST DRESSED AT TRUELEGANCE (Cromer/Van Luchene) I like his 

size and shape. He has a good top line with tail well set and carried level with his back. Mature 

in head with a kind expression, large dark eyes, flat skull and well cushioned foreface. Well put 

together with everything in place. Correct size. Moved and showed well. 

2) ORCHARDHILL AUSPICIOUS AT TUDORR (Mixon/Mixon/Venier/Venier) Equally 

nice Blenheim dog. Not such a gentle expression as one above but everything else is just as it 

should be and he moves out well keeping a good tail carriage.  



3) GRANASIL STRUDEL OF SUMARA (Gentil) Small immature black and tan with a very 

pretty head, but he still looks like a boy. Nicely made and very well balanced with short back 

and correct bone for his size. Moves well but a bit too proud of his tail at the moment. BEST 

BLACK & TAN IN SHOW 

4) FOXWYN IN IT TO WIN IT AT NOONVALE (Bertron/Baker-Fox) Rich coloured Ruby. 

He is a nice shape and size with good rear angulation. Very nice head with lovely dark eyes and 

excellent nose pigment.  

NOVICE DOG (3) 

1) NIGHTINGALE REVOLUTION (Cameron) Rich coloured Blenheim who is a nice size 

and and very well balanced in shape.  Lovely head with very pretty eyes and good nose 

pigment. He has a gentle expression with good ear set and flat skull. Moving and showing very 

well.  

2) FOXWYN BLACK LABEL (Rodgers/Baker-Fox) Small Black and Tan with nice head and 

expression. Good neck and shoulder and well turned stifle. He holds his topline well on the 

move but is not as positive behind as the winner.  

3) RIVERVIEW COOL SHADE OF RED (Barrois) Ruby who is a good colour with straight 

silky coat. Large round eyes and good nose pigment. Soft expression.  Nice size with good 

bone. Lost his topline on the move today. 

BRED BY EXHIBITOR DOG (2) 

1) CH CHADWICK PURSUIT OF PERFECTION, JW (Eckersley) Beautiful Blenheim 

with a lovely personality. A true happy, sporting Cavalier. Well proportioned and a perfect size 

with good angulation back on front.  I loved his head with well set ears and nice flat skull, large 

round dark eyes and good eye rim & nose pigment. Full well feathered ears framing his soft 

gentle face. Good reach of neck with crest and level top line and tail both standing and on the 

move. RESERVE WINNERS DOG &BEST AMERICAN BRED & BEST BRED BY 

EXHIBITOR & RESERVE BEST IN SHOW 

2) CH NIGHTINGALE WIPEOUT, JW (Mulligan) well marked Blenheim. Has all the 

attributes of one above but in a smaller lighter package. Everything to like and moved with 

good reach and drive. I just fell for the outgoing personality of the one above.  

JUNIOR AMERICAN BRED DOG (5) 

1) BROOKHAVEN CATCHING FIRE, JW (Ayers/Martz) Top notch Ruby who is a neat 

shape and size. Compact body with good ribs, level topline and correct tail set. Good neck set 



into well laid shoulder and good rear angulation.  He has a lovely head with good eyes, pigment 

and soft expression. Lovely silky coat. Moves very well  

2). DIORCHAVON LIFE IN THE FAST LANE ENZO (Bialek) Blenheim with a wide blaze 

which spoils his expression. Once you get past that he is a really nice dog. He is correct in every 

way with good head type, nice pigment, good neck, front and rear angulation and nice topline 

and tail set.  

3) FALLING SPRINGS JUST YOU WAIT AT CROWNROSE (Rosenberg/Rosenberg) 

Small, well marked Blenheim. Good shape and size and well put together with good topline, 

croup and tail set. Nice flat skull, large eye and good nose pigment. Would prefer a little more 

length of muzzle.  

4) WOODSONG RIVERDANCE (Frederick) Well marked rich coloured Blenheim. Well-

constructed with good neck and shoulder. Nice head and not overdone. Moves well but just 

needs more confidence. 

AMERICAN BRED DOG (4) 

1) ORCHARDHILL AUTHENTIC II (Venier/Venier) Nicely marked Blenheim with very 

good proportions, well-turned stifle and good front angulation. Attractive head with good nose 

and eye pigment, happy temperament and moves really well. Good tail set and level top line 

which he keeps on the move.  

2) ALMEARA FORESTCREEK PATRICK, MP (Whitmire/Cline) Richly marked Blenheim 

with a very correct coat which is soft and silky. He has a lovely head, large eyes with plenty of 

cushioning and kind expression. Good earset and flat skull. I like his shape and good 

construction. Moved and showed well. 

3) NIGHTINGALE HEART OF GOLD (Weeks/Weeks) Another pretty Blenheim who is a 

nice size. He has good construction with plenty of bone and compact body. Nice dark eyes.  

4) GOLDENSPUR LITTLE KING LOUIE (Burger) Well broken Blenheim who is a rich 

colour and attractively marked. Four very nice Blenheims.  

SPECIAL LIMIT BLENHEIM DOG (4) 

1) ORCHARDHILL NEWS TO ME (Venier/Venier) Shapely Blenheim, sound and well 

made with everything fitting together as it should. Really nice head with a very sweet 

expression, large dark eye and good ear set. Excellent mover both coming and going who keeps 

his good topline at all times.  



2) TORAYLAC CRISTIANO (Bennett/Bennett) Well broken Blenheim. Masculine head with 

large dark eyes and good pigmentation. Short compact body with good neck and shoulder, good 

angles front and rear and well let down hocks which enabled him to drive well from the rear.  

3) ELLEMICH THE HUNTSMAN (Wells/Chapman/Ireland /Schrank) Heavily marked rich 

coloured Blenheim in full coat of lovely texture. Generous head with good eyes and well 

cushioned foreface. Lacked the enthusiasm of the two above.  

4) NIGHTINGALE LET IT BE (Mulligan) Neat little Blenheim with a lovely neck and well 

laid shoulders. Short coupled with level topline and the prettiest head with huge dark eyes.  

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR DOG  (1) 

1) FALLING SPRINGS RAMBLIN GAMBLIN MAN, JW (Curley) Well broken tri who is 

small but with good substance and bone. Very well marked with rich tan in all the right places. 

He is well made with a good neck and shoulder, good tail carriage and level topline. Moving 

well. BEST TRICOLOR IN SHOW 

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY DOG (2) 

1) BROOKHAVEN RETURN TO MAYBERRY OF AUTUMN HILL (Parente) Small 

compact Ruby who is a nice shape with good bone. Moderate neck, good front and rear 

angulation, correct tail set.  Nice head type with good pigmentation and correct length of 

muzzle. Good topline and tail. Lovely rich colour. BEST RUBY IN SHOW 

2) TANGLEWOOD SIMPLY COPPER (Saban/Fairchild) Short coupled Ruby with good rib 

and bone. Ok for size and well made but looked as though he was carrying a little extra weight 

which spoilt his outline. 

SPECIAL LIMIT BLACK & TAN DOG  (2) 

1) CHARTEROAK CAPTAIN JAKE (Obadowski) Quite a nice shape and good size.  Well 

angulated with a level topline and nice quality coat. Good head with kind expression and dark 

eyes.  

2) CH. CHEWCREEK BOOGIE WONDERLAND (DePhillip) Not such a nice expression 

as winner and coat tending to wave. He has a nice dark eye and good construction.  

Open Dog (11) 

1) CH & ENG CH PASCAVALE HAIDEN (Cline) Lovely Blenheim dog with a super 

outline. Very well balanced with correct height to length. Attractive head with excellent ear set 

and flat skull. Crested neck and firm topline. Good croup and tail set.  Moved well both ways 



and looked lovely in profile keeping a good tail carriage and level topline. Quality coat of good 

texture to complete the picture. A hard act to follow. WINNERS DOG AND BEST IN SHOW 

2) CHADWICK HOT PURSUIT AT HUDSONVIEW (Glynn/Glynn) Well marked 

Blenheim boy, still a puppy but pushed the winner very hard.  He has a beautiful head with 

lovely eyes and good nose pigment. Very sweet expression and good ear set. He is small with a 

lovely outline and good angulations front and rear. Moved really well and kept his good topline 

and tail carriage. The best is yet to come and he must have a great future. BEST PUPPY DOG  

AND BEST PUPPY IN SHOW 

3) ORCHARDHILL THEATER KID AT KINGDOMRUN (Mixon/Degen) Well marked 

masculine Blenheim with a beautiful straight silky coat. Good reach of neck and well-made, 

short coupled body with good tail and croup. Excellent nose pigment and large dark Eyes. 

Moved very well.  

4) FORESTCREEK MAJOR TOM, JW (Cline/Cline) Heavily marked Blenheim boy who 

has a masculine head with very lovely eyes, excellent pigment and a kind expression. He is a 

nice shape with good construction and level topline. Moves well. Four lovely dogs.  

SENIOR OPEN DOG  (3) 

1) CH ROYALMARK REMINISCENCE (Cameron) Small short-coupled Blenheim, good 

head type, moderate neck, compact body. He looks very nice in profile. In good condition for 

his age and moves well holding a good topline and tail. 

2) ROSEHILL LEED SINGER, CA (Dingman) Handsome Blenheim who is larger than I 

really like but moves so well with plenty of drive behind and really uses his tail. He is very well 

put together with good neck and shoulder, well-turned stifle.  

3) CH BELLA SOGNI DOLCI DE AMOR (Weeks/Weeks) Well-made perfectly marked 8 -

year-old tricolour. Well put together with excellent neck and shoulder and good topline he has a 

very generous head with large round eyes. Moves and shows well.   

BITCHES 

JUNIOR PUPPY BITCH (11) 

“This was a lovely class of quality puppies.” 

1) TASSAJARA SOME BUNNY LOVES ME (Jamie Seidman-McDonnell/Seidman) This is 

a lovely puppy.  Nice size with a great outline. Excellent topline, good croup and tail carriage, 

reachy neck, well laid shoulder and good rear angulation. Very pretty head with good ear set, 

flat skull, lovely large eyes and very sweet expression. Moved very well. 



2) NIGHTINGALE MAKIN TROUBLE (Mandy Mulligan) Another quality puppy. Nicely 

marked Blenheim. Lovely size and neat shape. Well put together which shows when she is 

moving. Pressed the winner very hard and I was splitting hairs in this class. 

3) CHADWICK LIMELIGHT II (Eckersley) Nest little Blenheim with very attractive rich 

coloured chestnut markings. Big white collar accentuates her good neck and shoulder. Small 

and short coupled with a pretty head. 

4) AUTUMNHILL UNDER YOUR SPELL (Parente) Compact Ruby with a delightful head, 

huge eyes and black nose pigment. Nicely made with good body and bone.  

SENIOR PUPPY BITCH (4) 

1) CHADWICK TRIVIAL PURSUIT (Eckersley/Reed) Lovely quality Blenheim. Perfect 

size with such a pretty head and expression. Very feminine with large dark eyes and black nose. 

Moderate neck, short back and good turn of stifle. She moves with style, keeping her good 

topline and carries her tail level with her back. She has a great show temperament and must 

have an exciting future. RESERVE WINNERS BITCH & BEST PUPPY BITCH 

2) FALLING SPRINGS SHINING BRIGHTLY (Curley) Another Blenheim, a little bit 

longer in the back than the winner but still very nicely made.  She also has a pretty head and 

sweet expression. Good neck and shoulder. Pretty coat and markings. Moved well.  

3) MYRNAC TINA TURNER TO SHERAH (Crommett/Reid) This Blenheim is heavily 

marked and a very rich colour. Really pretty eyes and expression. She is a nice size and well put 

together but needs to lose a little bit of weight.  

4) LYNSFAIRE GOLD DIGGER (Bright/Fairchild) Tricolour who still needs time to mature. 

She has a very pretty head with good eyes and nice bright tan. She is not making the best of 

herself and movement rather untidy. .  

GRADUATE PUPPY BITCH (5) 

1) INGOLD NEW YORK MINUTE (Pickett) Quality Blenheim, correct head with a nice flat 

skull and good ear set, large dark eyes and good nose pigment. Short coupled with moderate 

neck and good angulation. Moves well with a good topline and tail carriage. 

2) FORESTCREEK VIVIAN, JW, MP (Cline/Marshall) Well balanced Blenheim with a 

beautiful head. Lovely large eyes with good cushioning and jet black nose. Good topline and 

croup. Nice rich colour and silky coat. Moves well.  

3) MADRYN COUNTRY ROADS (Weeks/Weeks) Attractively marked Blenheim. Good 

body and rib. Nice topline and moved well. Just the right amount of coat which is of good 

texture.  



4) TANGLEWOOD LYNSFAIRE CHARMING MAIDEN (Fairchild) nice size Black and 

Tan. Sweet head and moderate neck. Correct in all the essentials but carrying a little extra 

weight which spoils her outline. 

NOVICE BITCH (5) 

1) AUTUMNHILL I LOVE TROUBLE (Parente) Very well broken Blenheim of lovely type 

and with a good outline. Correct size with short back and well angled front and rear.  Correct 

topline and tail set. Soft gentle expression. Happy temperament. Moved very well.  

2) KENJOCKETY KISSED BY AN ANGEL (Weber) Another Blenheim who is a nice size 

with sweet face and large dark eyes.  Well balanced but tends to lose her topline at times. She 

carries her tail level with her back and her movement is good.  

3) CHARTEROAK ROSE ALL DAY (Obadowski) Pretty Ruby who is a nice shape but lacks 

the finish of those above. She still needs to develop in head she is a good colour and a nice size.  

4) NIGHTINGALE PINK MOON (Mautone/Mautone) Well marked sweet little Blenheim 

who also need time to mature. Lovely dark eyes and gentle expression. She tends to roach a bit 

on the move.  

BRED BY EXHIBITOR BITCH (4) 

1) FORESTCREEK SWEET SOUL AT HADARA (Koch/Cline) Well-proportioned 

Blenheim who is a nice size and has an elegant outline with good reach of neck and lovely 

topline. Well laid shoulder and nice turn of stifle. Very feminine head with good eyes and sweet 

expression. Moves well keeling a good tail carriage.  

2) CH BROOKHAVEN MARY JANE, JW (Ayers/Martz) This Blenheim girl has the most 

beautiful large dark eyes with black eye rims,  giving her the gentlest of expressions. Good head 

shape with well cushioned foreface. She has a good topline and croup and is a nice size. A 

difficult decision between these two.  

3) CH TRUELEGANCE MOONLIGHT RHAPSODY (Cromer/Cromer) Heavily marked tri 

with a lovely straight silky coat and rich tan points in all the right places. She is a nice size and 

shape with a good head type and kind expression.  

4) NIGHTINGALE OVER THE TOP, JW, MP (Mulligan) Well marked little Blenheim who 

completed a nice line up in this class. She has a nice outline and moves well. She has large eyes 

and a pretty expression.  

JUNIOR AMERICAN BRED BITCH (6) 



1) BLACKFIRE NEW YORK STATE OF MIND (Weidig/Kennedy/McLaughlin) Elegant 

little tricolour who looks very good in profile.  She has a good neck and well laid shoulder, 

level topline and good tail set.  Well balanced in outline with a nice head and soft expression.  

2) BROOKHAVEN SMARTY PANTS (Whitmire/Ayers) Pretty Blenheim with a lovely head 

and eye and gentle expression. Good topline, croup and tail set. Good front and rear so she 

moved well.  

3) GOLDENSPUR MID SUMMER EVE AT HOLLYTREE (Seymour) Well-proportioned 

Tricolour who still needs time to mature.  She is well marked with a pretty coat and furnishings 

and a very pretty head. She moves well. 

4) PARKMOR TALK OF THE TOWN (Smith/Barkow/Fry) Blenheim youngster who is a 

little bit lighter in bone than those above. Attractive head. Well-proportioned with good turn of 

stifle. Could use a little more weight  

AMERICAN BRED BITCH BITCH (3)   

1) DIORCHAVON HEARTS ON FIRE (Bialek) Glamorous Blenheim with a beautiful head 

and soft, gentle expression. Generous head with large, dark round eyes, the blackest nose, flat 

skull with good ear set nicely framing her face. Super neck and shoulder. Level topline and 

good rear angulation. She has a lovely silky coat with good furnishings. I was pleased to award 

her WINNERS BITCH & BEST OPPOSITE SEX TO BEST IN SHOW.  

2) BLUEGARDEN FINAL EDITION OF CHARDOMONT (Greak/Comer) Another very 

nice well marked Blenheim. Jet black nose and large dark eyes with plenty of cushioning giving 

a soft exoression. Well put together with good rib and bone and accurate mover.  

3) NIGHTINGALE KRYSTLE TEQUILA SUNRISE (Torgersen/Torgersen) Completed a 

nice trio of pretty feminine Blenheims. Good head type, lovely neck and good shoulders, 

attractive markings. Well balanced in outline.  

SPECIAL LIMIT BLENHEIM BITCH (4) 

1) GRANLAUREL MIDNIGHT RUN (Gregory/Green) Very well broken Blenheim. She is a 

nice size and well-proportioned with an elegant outline. She has a very pretty head, not 

overdone at all, with large dark eyes and good nose pigment. A good neck and shoulder and 

holds her level topline on the move.  

2) SORELLA BROOKHAVEN TRINITY (Ayers) Park A slightly larger type than winner. 

Very generous head with large dark eyes, flat skull and good ear set giving a gentle expression. 

She has a good topline and croup and moves out well with good reach and drive. Not as 

feminine as winner. 



3)  CHADWICK FLYING ON CLOUD NINE, MP (Greak/Comer/Eckersley) Well-made 

heavier marked Blenheim. Pretty face and good eye and nose pigment.  Nice neck and shoulder. 

She kept her good topline and tail carriage on the move.  

4) WATERSEDGE CURTAIN CALL, JW, MP (Walzer/Walzer) Compact Blenheim. I liked 

her size and feminine head and expression. She has a good topline and tail. Nice quality silky 

coat.  

SPECIAL LIMIT TRICOLOR BITCH (1) 

1) CHADWICK PURPLE PASSION (Greak/Comer/Eckersley) Nicely marked tricolour with 

good rich tan who has a pretty head and exoression from large dark eyes and well filled 

foreface. Moderate neck and well laid shoulder. She has a compact body, good croup and tail 

set. She looks nice in profile keeling her good topline and tail carriage 

SPECIAL LIMIT RUBY BITCH (2) 

1) GRANASIL FLORENTINE OF SUMARA, JW, MP (Gentil) Compact Ruby with an 

appealing head and expression. She has a lovely neck and well laid shoulder, short back and 

good rear angles. Good bone and spring of rib. Nice rich colour. She moves well keeping a 

good tail carriage.   

2) CHARTEROAK RUBY IN THE SKYE WITH DIAMONDS (Obadowski) This girl is a 

size larger than the winner and carrying a bit too much weight which spoils her outline.  She has 

nice eyes and a kind face.  

OPEN BITCH (2) 

1) CH ORCHARDHILL PRETTY CLOSE (Venier/Venier) This Blenheim girl has a lovely 

outline. Well-proportioned with firm topline, elegant neck and good angles. She has a lovely 

moderate head with beautiful eyes, very large, dark and round giving her the sweetest 

expression. She moves with style.  

2) CH KRYSTLE ITS ALL ABOUT AMY (Torgersen/Torgersen) Larger and longer than 

winner with a generous head and gentle expression. She is well marked with a pretty coat and 

plenty of furnishings.  

SENIOR OPEN BITCH  (2) 

1) DARANE TRUE COLORS (Kates) Seven years old well-made Black and Tan. Rich tan 

markings and coat is a nice texture. Enough neck and good shoulders, level topline and she 

moves well.   



2) KRYSTLE STAR QUALITY (Torgersen/Torgersen) Well marked Blenheim. Nice rich 

colour. Good neck and spring of rib. Moves well.  

VETERAN DOG (1) 

1) ROSEHILL LEED SINGER, CA (Dingman) Handsome 7-year-old well marked Blenheim, 

in great condition for his age. Very well made with a lovely neck and shoulder and dead level 

topline. Up to size but so sound on the move.
