Lovely head and soft expression, so difficult to achieve with a tricolor. Soft, silky 

textured coat; still jet black on pearly white. 

Compact shape with moderate angles both front and rear. He moved around the ring 

confidently and effortlessly. BEST VETERAN DOG. 

SILVER BITCH (2) 

1. DARANE TRUE COLORS, MP (Kates) 9 ½ year old Black and Tan with the correct 

Cavalier outline, nicely laid-back shoulder flowed into a level topline, deep chest, 

matching angles front and rear, and her tail flowed right off her back. Impressive reach 

and drive, her shining jet-black coat finishing the picture. This girl was so well presented. 

She has all her teeth, white and shiny, like a puppy. Congratulations to her owner! BEST

1. KRYSTAL BLUE VELVET AT SAINTBRIDES (Burkley/Torgersen) Nicely put 

together with well laid-back shoulders into a level top line. Good tail set. She moved 

well in all directions. Lovely head with pretty, round dark eyes. Hopefully she has 

done all her growing. 

2. HUDSONVIEW BEST BET (Glynn/Glynn) Energetic youngster. Very dark pigment 

makes for a striking picture. Movement was a little erratic but kept her topline on the 

move. Head will mature with time. 

GRADUATE PUPPY BITCH (4) 

1. ALMEARA LOVE HER MADLY (Whitmire) Loved this girl immediately. She has 

the desired soft expression with lovely dark round eyes. Her coat is well marked and 

silky in texture. A true classic beauty. So well structured. Lovely neck and shoulders 

into flat topline. Correct tail set and carriage. She strode around the ring happily and 

confidently, at one with her handler. The best part was watching her drive from 

behind.

Steady moving around the ring. Her legs are a bit shorter than I like in relationship to 

her length of back.  

 

4. ALDER CREEK FROZEN ASSETS AT TEXANNA (White) This little Tricolor 

was not as developed as the others in her class. With time she should mature and fill 

out. Moved smoothly around the ring.

deep rich color. His shiny coat is in fabulous condition. Attractive masculine head, 

with ample fill under his large round eyes that could be a bit darker.

Moved out 

with good reach and drive, but a bit close behind. BEST ADULT DOG IN

1. AURORA JANE (Lehn) Two-year-old Blenheim with lots of silky textured straight 

coat. She has lovely eyes in a head that could use a bit more fill. She moved with 

moderate reach, but steadily around the ring holding her topline. BEST ADULT
